The kilim is a wholesome entity just like a living being and possesses the life of a
being which develops, modifies and builds on the foundation of symbols in which
the wisdom of experience gained over a long period of development of the human
civilization is amassed. Therefore, the kilim can be said to represent an ancient
image of the supreme principles by which life takes place. The geometric
mechanism of every original Pirot kilim as well as the pattern of colours has its own
energy and its story.

Each pattern of original Pirot kilim has its own centuries old symbol and meaning.
Since the tradition of weaving is more than 400 years old, the kilim is weaved as a
symbol of family unity, wealth and the protector of the home. A miraculous power of
emitting positive energy is attributed to the kilim. It has always been given as a
present to business partners and people of great importance. The Pirot kilim
transfers a message through its pattern for a successful collaboration, success in
business, harmony in all areas, never-ending beauty of mind and body. It gives the
strength and energy for a new beginning, protects the owners from negative energy
of their surroundings and people, and brings joy into their lives.

The story of the Pirot kilim's positive energy is real.

Pirot Municipality carried out the geographic protection of the name of origin the
“Pirot kilim” in the Agency for Intellectual Property in 2002. The criteria for making
the Pirot kilims were precisely defined in the Manual.

The cooperative “Ladies' Heart” has the certificate for the highest quality products
and is an authorized user of geographical indication of the origin of the name “Pirot
kilim”.

In addition to weaving the original Pirot kilims in standard dimensions, the craft
cooperative for making kilims and souvenirs “Ladies' Heart” Pirot makes the original
Pirot kilims in souvenir dimensions. Each piece of the Pirot kilim whose dimension is
up to 0.5 m? is considered to be a souvenir.the width and length of these specimen
can be different depending on the needs of the customer they can be from 10cm to
200cm wide. Each piece of the original Pirot kilim that is produced in the cooperative
“Ladies' Heart” is unique.
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Kilims are ordered in accordance with the customers' needs and purpose:

1 The kilim can be made to cover: floors, walls, desks, conference tables,
coffee tables, cupboards, chairs, benches, windows, files, purses etc.

2. The kilim can be made for: an institution, company, family, an individual,
man or woman.

The composition and symmetry of patterns in each specimen of the Pirot kilim is in
accordance with the purpose of the kilim. You are only required to say which
occasion the present is for, whether the person is male or female, what colour
should the kilim predominantly be woven in and a few more details. The rest is our
job. We will form patterns and ornaments to fulfill your desires and needs and, at
the same time, respect the clearly defined and strict criteria for making the original
Pirot kilim respecting the geographic area.

The price of the original Pirot kilim depends on the patterns of the kilim. There are
patterns which are made quickly but there are also patterns that are complex and

require more time for preparation and weaving.

Monthly production of kilim weavers, with ten years of experience in weaving kilim
patterns and with 8 working hours per day, is from 0.80m? to 1m?.

There are no kilims on the stock. They are made on order.
